From the Pastoré 
 

M y dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  
It is wonderful to be back with all of you. My 

sabbatical was filled with many spiritual blessings, 
physical healing, and I learned a great deal too.        
But this weekend we are celebrating First Holy     
Communion and I am so excited for all those who will 
be   receiving Jesus for the very first time! I know each 
student has been working hard to prepare for this day along with their parents and    
teachers. I thank each of you for all that you have done to help these children to welcome 
Jesus into their hearts through the    Sacrament of Holy Communion. 
 What is Holy Communion?  Holy Communion is the receiving of Jesus Christ in the 
sacrament of the Holy Eucharist. Communion means a uniting or sharing together. In 
Holy Communion Christ and our soul are intimately united, and we share the banquet of 
the Lord's table. Christ commanded us to receive Holy Communion when He said: 
"Unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man, and drink his blood, you shall not have life 
in you" (John 6:54).  It is the food of our souls. Holy Communion increases in us the life of grace. 
 What are some of the graces that we receive from the Holy Eucharist?  We have 
a closer union with Our Lord and a deeper love of God and our neighbor. In Holy    
Communion we become united with Christ, as He Himself promised. "He who eats my 
flesh and drinks my blood abides in me, and I in him" (John 6:57). Holy Communion 
makes us more pleasing to God by an increase of grace, making us live in Him and made 
like unto Him. Holy Communion preserves us from falling back into sin by lessening the 
violence of our passions and temptations, and by infusing new light into our souls, by 
which we see the power and folly of sin. As food repairs bodily waste, so Holy         
Communion repairs waste in the soul, caused by faults. Holy Communion helps lessen 
our inclinations to sin, and helps us to practice good works. 
 In our gospel this weekend we hear about the death of Lazarus. Jesus wept at the 
death of Lazarus because He loved him. Death is brought about by sin. Even though each 
of us is a sinner, God still unconditionally loves each of us. It is through that               
unconditional love of God that He raised Lazarus from the dead. For those who may be 
dead in sin, God can raise us as He did Lazarus, because He has that same unconditional 
love for you and me. The unconditional love of God is poured into our hearts when we 
worthily receive the Holy Eucharist. May we always be thankful for this divine gift of 
Holy Communion.
