M y Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,   

 It was a young religious by the name of 
Sister Faustina who came from a poor family and 
who only had three years of very simple education 
that  became a humble instrument of God. In 1931 
Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ appeared to her 
bringing a great message of His great Mercy for all. It 
was during this appearance that Sr. Faustina saw   
Jesus clothed in white with one hand raised in    
blessing and the other was touching the garment at 
the breast. It was from the garment at the breast that 
there came two rays, one red, and the other pale.   
Jesus asked her to paint the image that she saw with 
the inscription: Jesus, I Trust in You. The pale ray 
stands for the Water which makes souls righteous, 
and the red ray stands for the Blood which is the life 
of souls. These two rays came forth from the depths of Jesusô most tender Mercy 
when at the time He was on the Cross and a lance pierced His Heart. Sister    
Faustina was asked that the whole church celebrate the Divine Mercy of God on the 
Sunday following Easter Sunday. God wants us to know of His great Mercy that 
He has for all of us. May we on this Divine Mercy Sunday turn our minds, hearts 
and lives to God and His Divine Mercy. Saint Faustina, pray for us! 
 Pope Francis called for an Extraordinary Jubilee Year of Mercy for the whole 
world. To have all people know of the mercy that the heavenly Father has for us. 
The mystery of mercy is a wellspring of joy, serenity, and peace. It is a time when 
we can give witness as believers. "Blessed are the merciful, for they shall obtain 
mercy" (Mt 5:7): is the beatitude to which we should particularly aspire in the Holy 
Year, says Pope Francis.
