take place, a dispensation needs to be granted by the 
bishop. 
 

P rayer and Faith Enrichment      
Everyone is encouraged to read and pray over 

the Sunday Scripture readings and watch the Diocesan 
TV Mass. You are also encouraged to pray and find 
creative ways for prayer and faith enrichment. The 
diocese hopes to offer some opportunities online this 
holy season.  
 

N ow that you have extra time with your family, look for ways to see 
this as a blessing!! Here are some ideas (from the 
St. Cloud Diocese Office of Marriage and Family): 
 

Rhythm: Donôt treat every 
day like a Saturday. Rise at a 
decent hour, have a schedule for         
homework and work, eat meals 
together at regular times. Include 
a bedtime (we recommend no 
phones in the bedrooms). 
 

Meals: Sit down for meals together. Thatôs a 
blessing. Say some special, simple Lenten prayers. 
 

Screen-time: Itôs temping, but resist the urge 
to give in to unlimited screen time. 
Decide together how much time is 
enough per day. Be careful of   
allowing phones in bedrooms    
because you know what will     
happen. But when you limit screen 

time, be ready with many other activities for 
everyone to do.  
 

Information control: How much do the 
younger members of your family need to know 
at their age and who will tell them? Help them 
manage this in a good way.  
 

Fresh air: Try to spend some time outside each day. 
Some days itôs not easy in   Minnesota, but it almost 
always helps everyoneôs mood, and helps them feel less
