From the Deacon in the absence of the Pastoré 
 Our readings this weekend describe ñfree willò and how God challenges us to use it 
properly in seeking the higher realms in our lives. The reading from Sirach proclaims 
that God has given us free will, the ability to think and the freedom to choose. We have 
the ability to choose water or fire, life or death, to sin or to do right, to seek and to choose God or not. 
 In the gospel, Jesus provides several examples of how human law is insufficient.  
Human law says we should not kill, but Jesus goes further when he says that anger in 
your heart is just as bad. Human law says adultery is wrong. But Jesus again takes it one 
step further, he says, that we must show mutual respect for each other, and in no way are 
we to use someone for our advantage. 
 St. Paul explains that the higher realm of God must be our goal, for if we choose the 
ñdeep things which the Spirit scrutinizes,ò then our reward will be beyond our understanding. 
Take a few minutes and quietly reread: 1 Corinthians 2:9  let it set with your mind for 
awhile, ponder its meaning, for it carries a very powerful message for each of us today. 
 We make decisions every day, some may seem very small and trivial and we give 
them little thought. But other decisions may be quite important and have a life changing 
effect. Such as purchasing a car or a home or maybe changing our job. How are we at 
work? Do we simply go with the flow, to keep our lives simpler or do we see the        
repercussions of going with the flow when our decisions hurt others or may be unethical? 
Or, do we choose the higher order and do things that are fair to our fellow worker. How 
about at home, do we barely do the minimal of what is essentially required to maintain a 
healthy and spiritual household? Or, do we choose the higher order, by making a special 
effort at doing those little extras that make a difference to our family and friends. At 
church, do we obey the letter of the law, by just attending Mass or do we choose a higher 
order, going beyond the law to carry forth the Holy Mass into our work place and homes, 
do we search for ways to broaden our faith and our relationship with God? 
 We live in a very complicated world, which calls us to make decisions. Decisionôs, 
which boil down to a choice between the worldly life or God. Sirach proclaims that God 
has given us free will, free will is a choice. 
 Jesus, I rejoice in the mystery of your plan. Thank you, Lord, for offering me a share 
in your glory! Thank you, for your faithfulness and commitment to me!
