My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  

Think of all the things that the Lord asks us to do in following Him? 
Is there possibly anything more difficult than what is in our gospel 
today? "Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless 
those who curse you, pray for those who mistreat you. To the person 
who strikes you on one cheek, offer the other one as well, and from 
the person who takes your cloak, do not withhold even your tunic. 
Give to everyone who asks of you, and from the one who takes what 
is yours do not demand it back. Do to others as you would have them 
do to you." Is the Lord asking too much of us? No, He is only telling 
us to be forgiving so that we can be forgiven. We hear the words, "Stop judging and you will 
not be judged. Stop condemning and you will not be condemned. Forgive and you will be  
forgiven. Give, and gifts will be given to you; a good measure, packed together, shaken down, 
and overflowing, will be poured into your lap. For the measure with which you measure will in 
return be measured out to you." Who is it that you and I still hold a grudge against? Why is it 
that we are allowing God's mercy to be limited by our anger for another person? Why is it that 
we feel justified in adding our anger to the sum of hatred in the world? Our participation in the 
transformation of the world into the kingdom of God is dependent on our determination to put 
His love over anger and our hatred no matter how justified we might feel. Anger and hatred 
only destroy, and they destroy the one who is angry, the one who hates. God does not want us 
to be miserable. He wants us to live in His love. Lent is just around the corner and it is good to 
begin to prepare ourselves for what we hope for during the Lenten season. Begin praying 
about what you want out of Lent this year and ask God for the grace to bring it about in your life.
