From the Pastoré 

M y dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  
   
In our gospel we hear the parable about the sower 

and the seed.  Jesus tells us the good news that the seeds of 
God's Kingdom have been sown everywhere in the world. 
The point of the parable is for us to ask ourselves what kind 
of soil we are? Are our hearts full of stones and thorns? Or 
are our hearts places of rich and fertile soil that enables the 
Word of God to bear a rich harvest?  Do we see His Word 
multiplying before our eyes?  Is the harvest that we bring in 
going to be a  hundredfold or something far more modest? 
 
 Fatima, the third apparition - As the July date approached Lucia continued to 
be troubled by the words of her pastor that the devil might be behind the apparitions.  
Finally, she confided to Jacinta that she intended not to go.  When the day finally 
dawned, however, her fears and anxieties disappeared, so that the noon hour found her in 
the Cova with Jacinta and Francisco, awaiting the arrival of the beautiful Lady. 
 The apparition of July 13th would prove to be in many ways the most controver-
sial aspect of the message of Fatima, providing a secret in three parts which the children 
guarded zealously.  The first two parts, the vision of hell and the prophecy of the future 
role of Russia and how to prevent it, would not be revealed until Sr. Lucia wrote them 
down in her third memoir, at the request of the bishop, in 1941.  The third part, usually 
called the Third Secret, was only later communicated to the bishop, who sent it unread to 
Pope Pius XII. 
 A few moments after arriving at the Cova da Iria, near the holmoak, where a 
large number of people were praying the Rosary, we saw the flash of light once more, 
and a moment later Our Lady appeared on the holmoak.  "Lucia," Jacinta said, "speak. 
Our Lady is talking to you."  "Yes?" said Lucia.  She spoke humbly, asking pardon for 
her doubts with every gesture, and to the Lady: "What do you want of me?"  I want you 
to come back here on the thirteenth of next month.  Continue to say the Rosary  
every day in honor of Our Lady of the Rosary, to obtain the peace of the world and 
the end of the war, because only she can obtain it.  "Yes, yes."  "I would like to ask 
who you are, and if you will do a miracle so that everyone will know for certain that you 
have appeared to us."  You must come here every month, and in October I will tell 
you who I am and what I want.  I will then perform a miracle so that all may      
believe.  Thus assured, Lucia began to place before the Lady the petitions for help that so 
many had entrusted to her.  The Lady said gently that she would cure some, but others 
she would not cure.  "And the crippled son of Maria da Capelinha?"  No, neither of his 
infirmity nor of his poverty would he be cured, and he must be certain to say the 
Rosary with his family every day.  Another case recommended by Lucia to the Lady's 
assistance was a sick woman from Atougia who asked to be taken to heaven.  Tell her 
not to be in a hurry.  Tell her I know very well when I shall come to fetch her.  
Make sacrifices for sinners, and say often, especially while making a sacrifice:        
O Jesus, this is for love of Thee, for the conversion of sinners, and in reparation for 
offences committed against the Immaculate Heart of Mary.

10 Surprising and Little-Known Facts on Fatima  
National Catholic Register, Joseph Pronechen 

 

We know most familiar facts about Fatima, but for the 100th Anniversary, 
there are fascinating facts and details often overlooked or never realized.  
 

By the time the 100th anniversary of our Blessed Mother appearing to 
three shepherd children at Fatima in Portugal officially begins on May 13, 
many of us will know at least some of the basic facts. 
 

We should know that our Blessed Mother appeared there six times, once a month from May 
through October. We should know about the Miracle of the Sun during that October 13  
apparition that was witnessed by at least 70,000 people. We should know that Mary        
identified herself as Our Lady of the Rosary and at each apparition told the children to pray 
the Rosary daily for peace ð a message that was meant for every single person. 
 

But there is so much connected with the Fatima apparitions and story that is fascinating, 
often surprising, yet little-known or forgotten. Like these facts: 
 

Fact #2. It was not necessary for her cousins, 8-year-old Francisco Marto, and 7-year-old 
Jacinta Marto, to learn to read since during the second apparition on June 13, Lucia asked 
the Blessed Mother if she would take them to heaven. 
 

ñYes, I shall take Jacinta and Francisco soon, but you will remain a little longer, since Jesus 
wishes you to make me known and loved on earth,ò Mary told 10-year-old Lucia. ñHe  
wishes also for you to establish devotion in the world to my Immaculate Heart.ò 
 

Francisco died in 1919 at age 11 at home, peacefully despite suffering terribly from the  
influenza epidemic of 1918. 
 

His big wish of receiving Jesus in the Holy Eucharist was granted just before he died the 
following day. It was his First Holy Communion! (Although he did receive from the chalice 
which the angel offered him in apparitions before Our Lady appeared.) 
 

Fact #3. On the other hand, Lucia got special permission to receive her First Holy         
Communion at age 6, a year earlier than normal, since she knew her catechism and         
explained the mystery of the Eucharist so well. 
 

In her ñSecond Memoir,ò she gives the details and explains that the day before, right after 
her first confession, kneeling in front of the statue of Our Lady of the Rosary in their church 
and asking Our Lady to keep her ñpoor heart for God alone,ò Lucia said ñit seemed to me 
that she smiled and, with a loving look and kindly gesture, assured me that she would.ò  
Besides the smile, notice that the statue depicted Our Lady of the Rosary, as years later 
Mary would identify herself to the children during the last apparition.
