From the Pastoré 

M y dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  
   
In our Gospel this weekend we are presented with three more 

parables about the nature of God's Kingdom. The first two, the      
treasure in the field and the pearl of great price, tell us about the     
immeasurable value of the Kingdom of God. The Kingdom of God is 
all around us but most people are not aware of it. For those of us who do  
realize its presence we will do anything to possess it. Possessing the Kingdom 
means to share our knowledge of it with others. To truly believe in Jesus Christ means 
leading other people to that same knowledge. We should be happy to bring out of our 
store rooms all kinds of treasures to share with our neighbors. Those treasures should be 
attitudes and virtues such as love, justice, truth, and hope. What we bring out from our 
treasure store are the values of the Kingdom, the attitudes of Jesus and the knowledge of 
the One True God. May we see the great value of the Kingdom of God and be willing to 
do anything to possess it. 
 Fatima, the third apparition - [Third Part of the Secret - Congregation for Doctrine 
of the Faith, "The Message of Fatima"] After the two parts which I have already         
explained, at the left of Our Lady and a little above, we saw an Angel with a flaming 
sword in his left hand; flashing, it gave out flames that looked as though they would set 
the world on fire; but they died out in contact with the splendor that Our Lady radiated 
towards him from her right hand: pointing to the earth with his right hand, the Angel 
cried out in a loud voice: 'Penance, Penance, Penance!'.  And we saw in an immense light 
that is God: 'something similar to how people appear in a mirror when they pass in front 
of it' a Bishop dressed in white; 'we had the impression that it was the Holy Father'.    
Other Bishops, Priests, men and women Religious going up a steep mountain, at the top 
of which there was a big Cross of rough-hewn trunks as of a cork-tree with the bark;  
before reaching there the Holy Father passed through a big city half in ruins and half 
trembling with halting step, afflicted with pain and sorrow, he prayed for the souls of the 
corpses he met on his way; having reached the top of the mountain, on his knees at the 
foot of the big Cross, he was killed by a group of soldiers who fired bullets and arrows at 
him, and in the same way there died one after another the Bishops, Priests, men and 
women Religious, and various lay people of different ranks and positions. Beneath the 
two arms of the Cross there were two Angles each with a crystal aspersorium in his hand, 
in which they gathered up the blood of the Martyrs and with it sprinkled the souls that 
were making their way to God. Remember, you must not tell this to anyone except 
Francisco. When you pray the Rosary, say after each mystery: O my Jesus, forgive 
us, save us from the fire of hell. Lead all souls to heaven, especially those who are 
most in need. "Is there anything more that you want of me?" No, I do not want         
anything more of you today.  Then as before Our Lady began to ascend towards the 
east, until she finally disappeared in the immense darkness of the firmament. The       
possession of the Secret proved to be a very great trial for the three young ones. Family, 
neighbors, followers of the apparitions, even the clergy, tried unsuccessfully to get them 
to reveal it. Finally, as the day of the August apparition approached even the civil      
government, which was secular and virulently anti-clerical, alarmed by the numbers of 
people taking an interest in the Fatima events, attempted to wrest it from them and in the 
process, expose the Church as a collaborator in a fraud.

10 Surprising and Little-Known Facts on Fatima  
National Catholic Register, Joseph Pronechen 

 

We know most familiar facts about Fatima, but for the 100th        
Anniversary, there are fascinating facts and details often           
overlooked or never realized.  
 
We should know that our Blessed Mother appeared there six 
times, once a month from May through October. We should 
know about the Miracle of the Sun during that October 13   
apparition that was witnessed by at least 70,000 people. We 
should know that Mary identified herself as Our Lady of the 
Rosary and at each apparition told the children to pray the     
Rosary daily for peace ð a message that was meant for every 
single person. 

 

But there is so much connected with the Fatima apparitions and story that is fascinating, 
often surprising, yet little-known or forgotten. Like these facts: 
 
Fact #5. Jacinta is incorrupt. She was entombed in a private chapel in Ourem. Her body had 
been sprinkled with quicklime because at the time the law stated that the body of anyone 
who died of the Spanish flu epidemic had to be treated that way. 
Yet when her tomb was opened on September 13, 1935, the people were astonished to see 
her features were incorrupt. Preserved this way, she was reburied next to her brother     
Francisco in the Fatima cemetery. 
 
Fact #6. During Our Ladyôs third apparition on July 13, she gave the children a vision of 
hell. Then came more warnings as Our Lady told them. ñThe war is going to end; but if people 
do not cease offending God, a worse one will break out during the pontificate of Pius XI.ò 
We know the war going to end was World War I which was raging for several years and 
ended on November 11, 1918. Looking back, we know the ñworse oneò our Blessed Mother 
referred to conditionally ð that ñifò depended upon the peopleôs response to her request and 
instruction ð would be World War II. 
But look again at what else she prophesied. 
She said it would begin when Pius XI was pope. This was in 1917 when Benedict XV was 
the Holy Father. There was no Pius XI until five years later ð February 6, 1922. 
Pius XI was pope until he died February 10, 1939. He fearlessly spoke out against Fascism, 
the Nazi Reich in the encyclical Mit brennender Sorge (With Deep Anxiety) seeing the  
horrendous threats of religious extermination, and Communism in the encyclical  Divini 
Redemptoris (On Atheist Communism).
