D id You Know?  The Easter Bunny and Easter Eggs! 
The reason behind Easter eggs is that the use of eggs was forbidden during 

Lent, and they were only brought to the table on Easter Day. They were colored red 
to symbolize the Easter joy. There is also a symbolic meaning behind this too, that 
of a new creation, the idea that mankind through what Jesus did by His rising from 
the dead brought new life. The egg is the symbol of the beginning of life like that 
of early spring. The idea behind the Easter Bunny is that the Easter Rabbit lays the 
eggs and for this reason they are hidden in a nest or in the garden. The rabbit is a 
pagan symbol and has always been an emblem of fertility. Now you know!
