M y dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  
Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord is a holy day that we 
celebrate and is part of the Creed we profess each Sunday. The 

Creed is what we believe as Catholics. The Creed is very concise and 
entails all the essentials of the Catholic Faith. Within the Creed we 
profess about Jesus that "He Ascended into Heaven and is Seated at 
the Right Hand of the Father." The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
states, "Christ's ascension marks the definitive entrance of Jesus'    
humanity into God's heavenly domain, whence he will come again   
(cf. Acts 1:11); this humanity in the meantime hides him from the eyes of men (cf. Col 3:3)." 
and "Jesus Christ, the head of the Church, precedes us into the Father's glorious kingdom so 
that we, the members of his Body, may live in the hope of one day being with him for ever." 
and "Jesus Christ, having entered the sanctuary of heaven once and for all, intercedes        
constantly for us as the mediator who assures us of the permanent outpouring of the Holy 
Spirit." Jesus ascended under His own power into the heavenly kingdom to intercede on our 
behalf. Everything that God has done for us is for our own good. For God alone knows what 
is best for us and what we need. We need only to humble ourselves and accept what He gives. 
Next Sunday we will celebrate the Solemnity of Pentecost, the gift of the Holy Spirit.
