T he word Advent is from the Latin adventus for "coming" and is associated with 
the four weeks of preparation for Christmas. Advent always contains four Sundays, 

beginning on the Sunday nearest the feast of St. Andrew the Apostle, (November 30) and 
continuing until December 24. It blends together a penitential spirit, very similar to Lent, 
a liturgical theme of preparation for the Second and Final Coming of the Lord, called the 
Paruousia, and a joyful theme of getting ready for the Bethlehem event. 
 During Advent, we emphasize hope, peace, joy, and love, which God sent with 
Christ. Hope, we have an inheritance reserved in heaven, a living hope through the    
resurrection of Christ from the dead. Peace, we will love life and see good days if we 
turn from evil and do good and if we seek peace, for the Lord watches over the righteous 
and hears their prayers. Joy, we have inexpressible joy even though we have trials      
because our faith is being tested and proven genuine. The end of this faith is the salvation 
of our souls. Love, we can love one another with a pure heart because we have been born 
again through the Word of God which lives and abides forever. Because Christ came the 
first time, we can live with hope, peace, joy, and love until He comes again.
