M y Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  
   In todayôs gospel we hear the encounter of Jesus and Zacchaeus 
the tax collector.  Jericho was a very wealthy city and Zacchaeus 

was the head tax collector. He was a rich man as the chief tax collector but 
he was despised because of his job. Zacchaeus took a great chance by being 
out in the crowd as he tried to see Jesus. This turned out to be an           
opportunity for the people to get back at him, and so they did what they 
could to prevent him from seeing Jesus. He was short in stature and so this 
did not help the situation. He was persistent and ran ahead to climb the 
sycamore tree in order to be able to catch a glimpse of Jesus. There are a few things to be 
aware of in this story. First we see that Zacchaeus was wealthy, but he was not happy. He was 
lonely in his life, but heard of Jesus who welcomed tax collectors and sinners and wondered if 
He would have any words of wisdom for him. Even though Zacchaeus was despised and  
hated, he was reaching out for the love of God. Determined to see Jesus, in spite of the 
crowds attempt to prevent him, Zacchaeus climbs the sycamore tree. Things in life were not 
easy for Zacchaeus, but the little man had the courage of desperation. After meeting Jesus, 
Zacchaeus took steps to show the community that he was a changed man. He gave half of his 
goods to the poor and made restitution for those he cheated. He admitted his cheating and 
restored more than what was due. He showed by his deeds that he was a changed man. A  
testimony is utterly worthless unless it is backed by deeds which guarantee its sincerity. It is 
not a mere change of words that Jesus Christ demands, but a change of life. The story ends 
with the words, the Son of Man came to seek and to save that which was lost. A man is lost 
when he has wandered away from God; and he is found when once again he takes his rightful 
place as an obedient child in the household and the family of his Heavenly Father. May we 
not be among the lost, but counted among the family of God.
